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Language and Literacy

Those children who have learnt all their 

sounds and are beginning to sound out simple 

words will be encouraged to write 

independently. Group and individual reading 

will take place throughout the week.  All 

children must bring their reading diary and 

folder to school each day.  Having a reading 

folder is also important as it is a good size 

for keeping all those bits and pieces 

together. We will be learning lots of poems 

and songs about our topics and reading 

stories that enrich and support our work. 

 
 
 

Mathematics 
This half term the children will continue 

to focus on counting skills with stories, 

rhymes and practical activities.  They will 

also be extending their learning to other 

topics throughout the term.  These will 

include;  

• Practical experiences of 

addition and subtraction

• Money, sorting and naming coins. 

• Pattern 

• Measures, ordering by weight 

and experiments with capacity.
